AUDITION INOFRMATION

The Los Alamitos High School Drama Program has three levels – beginning, intermediate, and advanced. Beginning Drama is an introductory class which includes performance technique and on overview of the dramatic arts. Intermediate Drama focuses on performance techniques and analyzing dramatic literature for performance, and includes at least one production each year. The Advanced Drama class is a performance-based class in which students audition, rehearse, and perform at least 2 major productions a year, as well as competing in at least one theatre festival. It is highly recommended that you have already taken both semesters of beginning drama, formerly known as Theatre Appreciation, before auditioning for Intermediate or Advanced Drama, or that you have solid acting experience. Students are expected to participate, perform, help backstage, memorize lines, and behave professionally. This class requires some after-school time commitments, which will be scheduled early, for final rehearsals, including tech and dress rehearsals. There is a fee to be in the drama program - $150 for Intermediate Drama and $250 for Advanced Drama. Please be sure that you read and understand t attached expectations and guidelines before you commit to the program. 

Auditions will be held June 1st to enroll in Intermediate and/or Advanced Drama. Students must sign up for an audition appointment after school or at lunch. Schedule an audition time by emailing Mrs. Parsons (aparsons@losal.org) or going to the drama room (513) Please be on time for your audition.
For the audition, you will present 2 stage monologues - one comedic, and one dramatic. These should not be from film or TV. Please bring copies of your monologues to your audition. You can find great monologues online, or pick up a monologue book at a local bookstore in the theatre arts section. 

In order to audition, you will need to bring the following items: 

· Permission form and expectations signed you the student and a parent/guardian

· 2 teacher recommendations need to be turned in to me by May 25th
· Copies of your monologues 

Theatre is a rewarding experience in which to participate. You get to produce something that others can enjoy, and you learn much about yourself and others in the process. Dear students and parents,
Thank you for auditioning for drama. As an elective, performing arts classes are optional. When choosing students to be admitted to each level, a myriad of factors are considered, including technique, style, confidence, ensemble ethic, attendance, citizenship and work habits. Decisions for placement and for casting are based on our professional judgment and experience. You may not always agree with our choices, but we make them based on what is best for the group, not necessarily for each individual. As a performer, it is important to persevere and to be tenacious in your desire to improve. Wherever you are placed, we hope you take the opportunity to do your best. 

Parents must initial:
_____ We understand and agree that teachers will not enter into any discussions with parents regarding decisions about selection for performing arts groups. We understand that teachers are happy to discuss a student’s strengths and weaknesses with the student; however, once decisions are made they are final. 

_____ We also understand that we the parents are not always the best judge of our student’s talents. We think he or she is perfect. We understand that the teacher has to consider the group in addition to the individual students. 

_____ We understand that if our student is selected this year she or he will still have to try out again next year and that his or her position in the group is not guaranteed. Improvement, attitude, and talent all play a part in whether or not the student returns. A poor attitude and/or work ethic will almost guarantee that the student will not return. 

_____ We sincerely hope that you understand that while we appreciate your child’s involvement in our programs, it is impossible to make them happy all of the time, especially when it comes to class placement and casting decisions. Competition seems to become tougher every year and so no one is guaranteed a place in the group even though they have been in the group previously. We bring in additional judges to make sure scoring is as objective as possible. We are looking for students who represent Los Alamitos High School both as excellent performers and as excellent role models for the student body. 

Please read the additional information regarding enrollment in Intermediate or Advanced Drama and sign to acknowledge your understanding of these policies: 

1. There is a zero tolerance policy for alcohol, drugs, and tobacco. 

2. I expect drama students to be excellent role models on stage, in class, and out of class. Inappropriate behavior will result in a warning, and then disciplinary action. 

3. Time is class is important as that time is used for planning, auditioning, and rehearsing. Absences, truancies, and tardies will affect your grade.

4. You must have and maintain a minimum 2.0 GPA to be enrolled. 

5. During the weeks preceding and including performances, you will be required to attend after school rehearsals. These are mandatory. They will be scheduled will in advance, so you must arrange other appointments and work schedules around these days and times.

6. There is a $150 enrollment fee for Intermediate Drama and a $250 fee for Advanced Drama. These fees cover such costs as registration for theatre festivals, field trips, transportation, t-shirts, and production costs. Scholarships are available; students wishing to apply for a scholarship should write a letter to the director. Students granted a scholarship will be expected to fundraise to help cover the fee. 

7. Parents agree to volunteer for one night of each show or to assist in some way.
