Classroom Expectations & Policies

Course Description


Physics is the study of matter and energy.  This includes the smallest particles of nature to the outer reaches of the universe.  We will study the rules (often called laws) that the entire Universe appears to obey.  The specific topics for the year include:

· Units and Numbers

· Motion (position, velocity & acceleration)

· Forces

· Thermodynamics

· Electricity and Magnetism

· Waves

Class Assignments and Homework
Homework – Students should expect approximately 2 hours of homework per week.    
Assignments include: Bookwork, Worksheets and Typed labs.

Heading- All papers must include name, date and period in the upper right hand corner.  Title must be correct and on the first line.

Due Date and Make up work:  All homework assignments are due at the beginning of the assigned period (or 7:30 am for all web based assignments), unless otherwise noted.
Late work: eligible assignments will be given one-half credit up to one week after assigned due date after which no credit will be given.

Excused Absences: If student is absent on assignment due date, work is to be submitted immediately upon returning to class.  For an absence regarding the assignment of work, student will be given a minimum of 3 calendar days (including weekend) to complete assignment.
Quizzes: A quiz missed due to an excused absence such as illness must be made up within 2 weeks of date quiz was given.  
Work missed due to unexcused absences and truancies are not eligible for make up and are therefore given a zero.

Test and Quizzes missed due to school activities must be taken ahead of time.

It is your responsibility to inquire about make up work.
Participation – Each week there will be approximately 15 points for homework & 5 points participation available.
General Classroom Rules 

Attendance

Tardies: Student must be in their respective seats, with materials out, when the bell rings.  The tardy policy will be enforced.

Absences:  Truancies will not be tolerated.  There is no make up work for unexcused absences.

If a lab is missed it is the student’s responsibility to schedule a time (before or after school) to complete the assignment or a zero will be given for the exercise.

Any Quiz/Exam missed due to an excused absence will be given, at teacher discretion, in class immediately upon return.

Academic Dishonesty: Cheating will not be tolerated (refer to p.7 of Parent/Student handbook)
1st offence: student will receive a zero for assignment or exams.

2nd offence: student may be removed from course and given a failing course grade.

Materials: You are expected to attend class with the proper materials.  These include paper, pencils/pens, protractor, calculator and lab manual. You are expected to have some sort of binder or section dedicated solely to physics notes and assignments.  Textbooks must be covered.

Grading

Exams will be worth 40% of your grade.  Laboratory work will be worth 25% of your grade.  Quizzes are worth 20% of your grade.  Homework, worksheets and class participation are worth the remaining 15% of your grade.

There is no flexibility in this scale. 87.99 is less than 88 and is a “B.”

During each semester there will be:  4 exams, Weekly Quizzes (Fridays), 7-10 laboratory write-ups, and weekly homework assignments.
Other Rules:

Cellular phones, Bluetooth devices, pagers and music listening devices will be confiscated and released to your parents (refer to cell phone use policy).

No Food, No Gum, No Hoods
Damaging lab equipment will result in loss of privilege to partake in the laboratory section of class.  This will have a severe and negative impact on your grade.

There is one hall pass to be use appropriately (Do not use during role or you may be marked absent)
It is expected that all teachers and students be polite and respectful to one another.  Any misbehavior will result in disciplinary action.

Respect that this is a physics class. Don’t do homework for other classes.
Infraction of any of these policies will, at minimum, result in a loss of participation for the day’s lesson.
Discipline Procedure:
1st offence- Meet with Mr. Eisenberg during passing period.  (You will be given 3 min. to arrive at next class)
2nd offence- Spend an hour after school with Mr. Eisenberg and a call to parents.

The text is available at my.hrw.com & students will be required to use the site for some homework assignments.
Grades will be available on Aires and accessible by parents.  Students are expected to use this online service to periodically check current grades.  No grades will be posted in class.

CST: All non-senior students enrolled in physics will take the California Standards Test in Physics during second semester as a requirement to demonstrate understanding.  Any failure to demonstrate subject area competency will require the submission of a post semester grade change.
