Class Assignments and Homework
Homework – The will be classwork everyday.  There will usually be time do complete the work during class.  Work that is not completed will spill over into homework.
Heading- All papers must include name, date and period in the upper right hand corner.  Title must be correct and on the first line.

Due Date and Make up work:  All assignments are due at the beginning of the assigned period.  Packets for the week will be collected on Friday (or the last school day) of each week and will be returned the following week.  Upon instructors discretion work may be collect on date of assignment.
Late work: will be given one-half credit up to one week after assigned due date after which no credit will be given.

Make-up Work is available only for excused absences or those arranged ahead of time.  Those wishing to complete make up work must arrange for it IMMEDIATELY upon returning to class.
Work missed due to unexcused absences and truancies are not eligible for make up and are therefore given a zero.

It is your responsibility to inquire about make up work.

Test missed due to school activities must be taken ahead of time.

General Classroom Rules 

Attendance

Tardies: Student must be in their respective seats, with materials out, when the bell rings.  The tardy policy will be enforced.

Absences:  Truancies will not be tolerated.  There is no make up work for unexcused absences.

If a lab is missed it is the student’s responsibility to schedule a time (before or after school) to complete the assignment or a zero will be given for the exercise.

Academic Dishonesty: Cheating will not be tolerated

1st offence: student will receive a zero for assignment or exams.

2nd offence: student may be removed from course and given a failing course grade.

There is no flexibility in this scale. 89.99 is less than 88 and is a “B.”

Materials: You are expected to attend class with the proper materials.  These include paper, pencils/pens, calculator and lab manual. You are expected to have some sort of binder or section dedicated solely to Physical Universe notes and assignments.  Textbooks must be covered.
Other Rules:

NO Cellular phones, pagers and music listening devices.  No Food.  No Gum.  No Eating or Drinking in classroom.
Damaging lab equipment will result in loss of privilege to partake in the laboratory section of class.  This will have a negative impact on your grade.  Respect that this is a Science Class.
Activities such as sharpening pencils, getting drinks, going to lockers, office, bathroom, etc., are to be done before class starts.

Bathroom: Students are not eligible to use the bathroom until all assigned work for the day has been completed and shown to the instructor.  In this instance only one student may leave the class at a time with the teacher’s permission.
Students will NOT receive permission to go on field trips (including other classes.) unless they maintain a grade of C- or better.

Discipline Procedure:
1st offence- Meet with Mr. Eisenberg during passing period.  (You will be given 3 min. to arrive at next class)
2nd offence- Spend an hour after school with Mr. Eisenberg and a call to parents.
Advice for course:  First work to understand the material.  If you don’t “get it” you need to ask me.  There is nothing ignorant about finding out what you don’t know.

    Second, work in a group.  As long as you are working and not being carried, working in a group can help everyone.  Small misconceptions can be cleared up before they lead to confusion and hard tasks can be broken down into manageable levels.  If you do not do your fair share you will not do well on quizzes and tests.  Work with the group, don’t let the group work for you.


Third, start your work and the beginning of class.  If you finish early you may quietly socialize.  If you socialize first you will end up with homework.
